Traits:
I.  The foundation of USS Kentucky’s Safety Program is built upon a robust long-range training plan, strict procedural compliance, command-wide involvement, and program ownership by the safety officer.  This team effort resulted in the Operational Reactor Safeguards Examination team’s evaluation of the Ship’s Zone Inspection program as ‘Excellent.’ Ultimately, both the Board of Inspection and Survey and the Safety Center assessed the USS Kentucky Safety Program as the most organized and professional program surveyed in the last 12 months.    
II.  Also, the Command partners with the Washington State Police to hold all-hands traffic safety and DUI Stand-Downs.  Additionally, the Safety Officer tracks all ships’ personnel who operate motorcycles and provides these individuals with additional in-depth safety training and counseling.  Prior to leave or stand-down periods, personnel traveling over 300 miles via private automobile are provided with trip planning tools to mitigate travel risks.  
III.  The Safety Officer also created a Safety web page on the ship’s LAN to provide a vehicle for electronic internal mishap reporting and to share safety instructions, checklists, Submarine FLASH newsletters, Safety Council minutes, ship mishaps, and lessons learned.
