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Safety Center Web Site Offers New Tools and Services

The Safety Center web site has more than 20,000 files; our internet visitors view 1.5 million pages a month on the site. Here are some of our newest features, designed to assist local safety officers and public-affairs officers, and to help focus resources on the 50 percent mishap-reduction campaign.

“Safetyline,” our electronic newsletter, has been running a special series during the Critical Days of Summer. Each weekly issue addresses a specific topic related to safety during summer activities. The “Critical Days of Summer” is a high-risk period that has drawn increased attention in recent years. It usually comprises 101 days, which is 28% of the year, but produces 36% of the Navy’s traffic deaths and 45% of the Navy’s off-duty/recreational mishap deaths (based on data from 1994-2003). Our “Critical Days of Summer” resources section offers valuable information such as safety tips, checklists, and a tracking page of traffic and off-duty fatality rates. About the 50%-Mishap-Reduction Campaign: On May 19, 2003, the Secretary of Defense challenged DoD to achieve a 50-percent, across-the-board mishap reduction by the end of FY05. In fiscal year 2004, mishaps killed 113 Sailors, and cost the Navy $524 million in equipment damage and lost resources. Of the mishap cost, $468 million was in aviation mishaps. Seventy-three of the deaths were on the highway. The mishap-reduction challenge aims at 10 targets. Four involve Class A mishaps (which cause $1 million or more in damage, destroy an aircraft, kill someone, or leave someone totally disabled): total operational, aviation (which alone accounts for 94 percent of the costs), afloat and ashore. Four other targets involve fatalities: traffic (which accounts for more than half the total deaths), off-duty, afloat and aviation. The other two are the number of destroyed aircraft and civilian lost-time injuries.
