DEMONSTRATION FOR BRC EXERCISE 10, ERC EXERCISE 4 & 

SCORING FOR “LIMITED SPACE MANEUVERS” FOR BRC AND ERC


Numerous questions have been raised concerning which “box” should be used for demonstrations and while conducting BRC exercise 10, and ERC exercise 4.  

The RiderCoach Guide page 105 states the requirements for the exercise. Here is the highlight. 

For personal owned motorcycles in both the BRC and ERC over 600 cc the 70’ x 28’/24’ will be used for the demonstration and exercise.  

For the BRC / ERC motorcycles under 600 cc the 60’ x 24’/20’ will be used for the demonstration and exercise. 


Scoring on the BRC / ERC on motorcycles over 600 cc will be from the 70’ x 24’ “box”.  For motorcycles under 600 cc the 60’ x 20’ “box” will be used.
If a course has both styles of motorcycles attending the course, Safety and riding ability will determine which “box” is demonstrated.

During the skill evaluation if a state program requires a specific dimension for license waiver, then that dimension will be used.
