1.  Distribution:  This is a Maintenance Advisory Message. MACOM Commanders will retransmit this message to all subordinate Commands/Activities. 

2.  Issue:  While relaxed and stowed in the extraction line bag, the loops of the excess line have a potential to separate and twist. This might allow the extraction line to catch or snag when coming out of the line bag, during the extraction phase of the airdrop.

    B.  Correction Procedures -  

        (1)  All of the Multi-loop Lines listed above must have 15 feet of each end of the line taped at 1 foot intervals.  The measurement should begin from the end of the line and the tape must be centered at each interval mark.  The primary tape will be Tape, Pressure Sensitive Adhesive, Type IV, NSN 7510-00-053-0942, Part Number PPP-T-97.  An alternate tape will be Tape, Pressure Sensitive Adhesive, NSN 7510-00-582-4772, Part Number ASTM D5330.

        (2)  Reference Technical Manual TM 10-1670-296-20&P, Work Package 0012 00-3 for an illustration of the procedures below.

        (3)  Using the pressure sensitive tape, starting on an outer ply, wrap the first tape strip one full turn around this ply with the gum side against the webbing.

(4)  Wrap the tape around the outside of all plies for two full turns with the gummed side away from the webbing.

        (5)  Cut the tape or, (optional method), fold it over gum-side to gum-side.

        (6) Wrap the tape in the opposite direction two full turns with the gum side towards the previous wraps.  Cut the tape.
