Recognized fleet wide discrepancies / areas of concern:  Properly maintaining Fuel Sample Kits is a big issue. During my Surveys I find kits with missing tops and bottles, kits badly soiled and some kits that appear just thrown together.  Another issue is not having proper PPE on hand or not having PPE on a tool inventory for proper accountability.  Remember PPE falls under the Tool Control Program.  A third issue is keeping your PPE clean and free of fuel.  I find gloves and aprons soaked with fuel, goggles that are unserviceable, and rubber gloves that have holes in them or missing fingers altogether.  This is an indication that personnel are not following tool control and safety procedures by inspecting their equipment prior to use. 

Helpful hint(s):  Review Refs a through d.  Ensure that you have adequate fuel sample kits as dictated by the number of aircraft in the command and keep complete kits.  If bottles are broken, make sure that you submit a broken tool report and get new bottles on order.  Verify that all your required PPE has an accurate inventory and that it’s kept clean and inspected for holes, tears and replaced as needed. 

Program elements (what I look for):  I check for the cleanliness and completeness of the Fuel Kits!  Do you have an accurate inventory of your PPE and are you inventorying it, and is it the correct PPE (impact goggles or face shields used instead of chemical goggles)?  Alcohol is not to be used for cleaning fuel sample bottles as per NOTE of NA 00-80T-109, 9.3.1 (2). 
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
