Program:
Technical Directives (TD)

Reference(s):  (a) COMNAVAIRFORINST 4790.2 Vol. I, Para. 13.3.5 and Vol. V, Para. 11.3

Recognized fleet wide discrepancies, areas of concern:

· TDs that are received are not being correctly annotated in all appropriate areas.

· Aircraft logbooks and AESRs are not being screened upon acceptance to ensure all applicable TDs are incorporated. 

Helpful hint(s):  Upon receipt of a TD ensure that you read the part of the TD which states where the TD should be logged.  Some TDs may require logging in more than one area.  For example the TD can be logged on OPNAV Form 4790/24A but if that TD is affecting an AESR, SRC or EHR it needs to be annotated on those items as well.  Local Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) on TDs should reference step-by-step procedures for receiving TDs. In addition the TD program manager should maintain close contact with logs and records personnel because most TDs that affect the aircraft and sub-components, require aircraft logbook entries. The aircraft logbook, NALCOMIS TD outstanding/completed reports, and the command TD tracking system are programs specifically designed and put into place to aid your command in monitoring the TD Program.  Ensuring that they are correct and up to date will almost guarantee an outstanding TD program.  

Program elements (what I look for):  Are there procedures established for reviewing all incoming TDs in order to determine their applicability to the maintenance department?  Also, is there a SOP for incoming TDs that guide their logging requirements? I also verify TD compliance for all TD codes to ensure TDs are incorporated within target the completion date.  If the TD isn’t completed by target completion date a waiver/deviation request should be sent to ACC/TYCOM.    
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
