       other option will direct the customer to a standard dive log profile.

10. Corrected issue on the Quals/Currencies page where the dive currency period did not update for the second half of the year. You should now see Jul – Dec 2008 (lapse date: 12/31/2008) (1319).  

11. Corrected issue of validation errors appearing when dives were Routed and Cloned and there were no errors.  Customers can now successfully Route and Clone without having to go into Draft dives (1269).

    a. Users that have existing WESS accounts will be logged directly

       into Mishap/Hazard reporting unless their account is modified to

       add Dive/Jump Reporting.

    b. New users that request a WESS account to be used with DJRS will be

       logged directly in DJRS.

    c. If a WESS account is established to have access to both

       Mishap/Hazard reporting and DJRS, the user will be prompted at

       sign on to select the module they wish to access.

3.  The Dive portion of DJRS will provide the following functionality:

    a. Provide commands the ability to rapidly report dives to Naval

       Safety Center (NSC).

    b. Provide user commands a reliable means of information gathering

       and management at their desktop, vice having to contact NSC and 

       wait for information to be sent to them.

    c. Maintain command and individual diving logs / histories that are

       readily available 24/7.
