NAVY MOTORCYCLE TRAINING

Three types of MC courses:
1.  Basic Rider Course (BRC).  Three day course required for all military who ride a motorcycle and DON civilians who ride on base.  Sailors will be issued a 3 year MC Safety Course card.
Note 1:  If the BRC was completed on a standard, cruiser or touring motorcycle (greater than 500cc) and the course graduate plans on operating a privately-owned standard, cruiser or touring motorcycle greater than 500cc, operators are encouraged to complete the ERC as soon as possible, but no later

than 3 years following completion of the BRC.
Note 2:  If BRC is completed on a trainer MC (500cc or less) (Oct 08) and the rider intends on operating a privately-owned MC greater than 500cc the following training shall be taken on the privately owned motorcycle asap after completion of the BRC.  Ideally NLT 60 days after completion of the BRC.
2. Experienced Rider Course.  To be completed every three years for those who own motorcycles that are not "sport bikes."

3. Military Sportbike Rider Course (MSRC).  One day course required for all sport bike riders regardless of the type of Bike used for the BRC.   Sport Bike Riders are required per Instruction to re-attend the course every 3 years.

Note 1:  All sport bike operators shall complete the MSRC ideally within 60 days of completion of the BRC or purchase of the sport bike, regardless of the type motorcycle they used to complete the BRC.
Note 2:  Every three years all motorcycle operators are then required to take either the MSRC or ERC(dependant upon the type of bike they ride).   

RANGES:

-50 BRC training ranges throughout CONUS/OCONUS. 

-MSRC requires a longer range for training.  
-CNIC is working on opening up more ranges.  

Issues from the Navy Safety Center:  
The original goal was to teach the MSRC and reach, 3500 riders by 15 July and 12,500 riders by 15 October.  We will fall short of that goal. CNIC HQ is revising the goal based on the current progress and issues which include:

- Ranges: many need to be resurfaced or painted; some need to be expanded (MSRC requires a full size range)

- Rider Educational Recognition Programs (RERP) need to be updated.  Some are still in works. (Attached)

- Instructor shortages, or no full size ranges are still being worked out.

- A new contractor will be taking over 1 October 08.

- CNIC Traffic safety management has and is changing.  (Should be stable by the end of July.)
- Regions have revised their schedules to provide more MSRC classes in July.

The goal will be closer to 5,000 to 10,000 MSRC's by October. Still a huge amount of training since an average year covers about 5,000 riders through BRC and ERC classes.


OTHER ITEMS:

**The Naval Safety Center is in the process of training "rider coaches" to ensure they can support the new MSRC requirements.  Rider Coaches include training contractors, and volunteers that have in the past supplemented the BRC and ERC training.
**CNIC has a new Traffic Safety/Recreational Off-Duty (TS/RODs) contract beginning 1 OCT.  At that time, all navy regions will have 'loaner" motorcycles available for Sailors to take the BRC prior to purchasing a motorcycle.  Cape Fox Professional Services will be the contractor.  They are currently the Army Traffic Safety Contractor.
4.  Most facilities in Fleet concentration areas are up and running.  There are certified ranges to teach all courses in:


Portsmouth NH; Norfolk, Little Creek, Quantico VA; Cherry Pt, Camp Lejune NC; Charleston SC; Atlanta GA; Mayport, Jacksonville, Key West, Panama City, Pensacola, Whiting Fld FL; Ft Worth, Corpus Christi, Ingleside TX; San Diego, Lemoore, Camp Pendleton CA; Keyport WA; Great Lakes IL; Gulfport MS; New Orleans LO.  More are being added as issues are resolved.  Memphis TN; Lakehurst NJ should be on line soon.

5.  There are many smaller facilities with state and base agreements who must be brought up to speed. Some will have to wait until the new contractor gets on board in OCT 08.

6.  The priority for training will be 1st year riders!  For both the Basic Rider Course (BRC) and the MSRC.  The 3-year recertification is not as important at this point and clarification is forthcoming to hold off on being hard line on this requirement.
