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Issue:  

STATUS OF NAVY FY06 MISHAPS 

Discussion:  

· The Navy mishap/fatality rate is above the FY06 Secretary of Defense Challenge ceiling in 8 of 9 listed mishap categories.  The only exception is Operation Motor Vehicle Class A Mishaps.  Additionally, the only other category in which it is still possible to stay below the FY06 ceiling is Operational Shore Class A Mishaps.  In all other categories, it is impossible to get below the ceiling.
· Although the FY06 Sec Def challenge rate will not be reached in most categories, the Navy has shown an improvement in several categories since FY05.  The Navy FY06 rate is below the FY05 end of year rate in the following categories: Afloat Class A Mishaps, Shore Class A Mishaps, Operational Motor Vehicle Class A Mishaps, Total Operational Class A Mishaps, and Off-Duty/Recreational fatalities.  The Navy is above the FY05 end of year rate in Class A Flight Mishaps, Operational Fatalities, and Private Motor Vehicle fatalities.
· Aviation Class A Flight Mishaps and PMV fatalities are two areas of concern.  Looking closer at the Class A Flight Mishap Rate, Fighter/Attack and Trainer mishap rates are higher than FY05, while Helo and all other aircraft are lower.  In the PMV category, alcohol use, speed and fatigue continue to lead the way in PMV fatality factors.  An encouraging sign thus far is that seat belt use is up and the use of alcohol is down slightly.
 

 

Conclusion:

Although it is encouraging that most categories have shown a decrease in mishap rates from FY05, the rates are still above the ceiling for FY06.  Reaching the 75% mishap reduction numbers by FY-08 will be challenging.  
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
