Traits:
I.  All VT-35 personnel are considered Safety Officers.  Their “Green Sheet” program highlights any potential safety problems, which are then investigated and corrected, with reports disseminated to the squadron.  
II.  VT-35 also encourages open communication – Meetings involving all instructors Meetings (AIMs) are convened regularly to discuss recent incidents and lessons learned, in order to eliminate potential hazards to future operations.
III.  In addition, Bird Avoidance planning is high priority, with current bird hazards incorporated into every flight brief.  The squadron incorporated heavily-used outlying fields to be part of the Avian Hazard Advisory System (AHAS).
IV.  Effective Operational Risk Management – ORM is stressed to all squadron members – during check-in, at every brief, and prior to weekend activities.
