COMPLETION CARDS

Upon completion of the Motorcycle Safety Foundation Basic RiderCourse (BRC) or the Experienced RiderCourse Suite each person is issued a completion card.  The completion cards can be laminated.


Active duty personnel by instruction (OPNAVINST 5100.12G / MCO 5100.19E) are required to enter the course completion date in their service records.


There is no Navy/MC wide database identifying everyone that has completed a motorcycle course.


Most commands keep training records for about 6 years.  There is discussion requiring motorcycle refresher course between two and three years.   


If you have completed a RiderCourse and misplaced, lost, washed or somehow need a replacement card you must contact the command where you took the course.  

It is up to the command whether or not to issue a replacement card (i.e. course completion with last 4 years, continuous riding since loss of card).  The Naval Safety Center will support any command that chooses not to replace a missing completion card. 

If the course completion date is over 7 years a replacement card will not be issued.
