Recognized fleet wide discrepancies / areas of concern:

· The Taxi/Turn-up/APU nominee must be qualified per the applicable NATOPS manual and satisfactorily complete a written and operational examination developed by the unit's NATOPS officer and administered by a unit pilot NATOPS instructor or qualified FCF pilot. Many commands are incorrectly administering examinations through Quality Assurance. A reminder the CO may not delegate the authority to sign Taxi/Turn-up/APU authorizations IAW (Ref a).
Helpful hint(s): 

· Quality Assurance shall maintain a current listing of all qualified personnel in the command with the assistance of the NATOPS Officer.  Qualified personnel will be posted in the MMP for proper tracking and monitoring.

Program elements: Continuous monitoring of the program for accuracy. 
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
