1. USS George Washington, with Carrier Air Wing SEVEN embarked, sustained an impressive safety record conducting high tempo operations while exposed to uncommon risks in support of several Operations Enduring Freedom, Iraqi Freedom and more

· underway 225 days 

· over 22,000 total embarked hours  

· 82 tons of ordnance loaded and expended


2. Every Sailor that reports to GEORGE WASHINGTON attends a two-week indoctrination called “School of Ship” before reporting to their division. Sailors are introduced to the ship’s safety policy and are allotted the time to complete the Navy Knowledge Online ORM courses.


3. They focused on preventing drinking and driving

· Instituted mandatory possession of GW SAFE CAB CARD, giving Sailors access to safe transportation if they have been drinking.  Quarterdeck ensures that each Sailor has a card with them before departing the ship to go on liberty 

· A GW CPO created a rap song, Think B4 You Drink, which describes the extreme consequences of drinking and driving and was a big hit with the crew.  Each Sailor received a copy before winter holiday break last year.

· Navy Drug and Alcohol Advisory Council meets at least quarterly to discuss solutions to any issues that may be affecting the readiness and effectiveness of the ship’s Sailors. The Council developed the Freedom from Alcohol and Drug Incident (FAIR) Day that allows a group of Sailors to earn a day off if they can remain incident-free during the month.  If a Sailor does have an incident, they must address the rest of the group to explain why the group will not be granted the day off.
