DIVE REPORTING SYSTEM VERSION 4.5PRIVATE 


INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

(DRS version 4.5 allows transfer of DRS reports via email to the Naval Safety Center by scrambling diver SSNs within the reports.)

First time installation, and DRS replacement procedures:

1. Copy the following files from your hard drive to a floppy disk labeled ‘DRS 4.5 disk 1 of 2’:

DRSINST.BAT

2. Copy the following file from your hard drive to a floppy disk labeled ‘DRS 4.5 disk 2 of 2’:

ZIP2.EXE

3. Rename the ‘DIVELOG’ directory on your computer hard drive to ‘DIVELOG1’, this creates a backup copy of all files in the directory and prevents overwriting current database files during installation.  Commands currently running versions of DRS earlier than 4.0 see Note (1).

4. To initiate DRS installation open DRSINST.BAT on disk one and follow the prompts.
5. To put a shortcut on your desktop right click on DRS.BAT, located in the newly created 'DIVELOG' directory on your hard drive; choose create shortcut.  After the shortcut has been created drag and drop it on your desktop.
6. Copy the following database files from the directory labeled, ‘DIVELOG1’, into the new ‘DIVELOG’ directory.  Say yes to replacing current files:

DIVER.DBF

DIVE.DBF

DPROFILE.DBF

DPROFILE.FPT

7. Print the DRS manual by opening ‘DRSMAN’, from disk one, with Microsoft Word.  Print using font - Courier New, size - 12.  The user's guide is 70+ pages. 

8. At this point DRS installation is complete.  Replacement of previous DRS versions can be verified by looking at the DRS login screen, it will read ‘DRS Version 4.5’.

Upgrading current DRS versions to 4.5:

1.  Copy the following file from your hard drive to a floppy disk labeled ‘DRS 4.5 Update’:

2. Copy the DRS.EXE and DECLOC_L.DBF files from the disk into the 'DIVELOG' folder on your hard drive.  If the computer asks if it should replace the old files say yes.  At this point the update process is complete.  The only change DRS operators will notice is the login screen will read ‘DRS Version 4.5’.

Note 1: Replacement of earlier DRS versions may be accomplished by installing DRS 4.5 over the top of the existing program, without renaming the DIVELOG file.  Data from the earlier program will automatically be copied into the new database files.  As a backup, run ‘Archive’ prior to overwriting the old program.  This file can be used as a backup to retrieve database files in DRS 4.5 by running ‘Retrieve from Old Archive’.

Note 2: Your computer must have a minimum of (40) files allocated in its CONFIG.SYS file (Windows 95), or CONFIG.NT file (for those running NT).  If this is not the case you will experience a 'Too many files open' error while running the DRS program.  Most commands have their computer expert fix the problem.  If you don't have one contact the Naval Safety Center for assistance.

Note 3: The DRS program is written to run off the hard drive of a computer, not from a LAN system.

Note 4: Additional guidance for DRS installation can be found in Chapter 2 of the DRS Manual.

Note 5: Keep DRS disks in a safe place for later use, if necessary.

Note 6: When copying files into the DIVELOG folder you should receive a message asking whether you want to overwrite older files: select yes.  If you don't receive this message then your computer may automatically change the name of the new file (usually by adding the numeral '1' to the name) and leave the old file in place, thus preventing the program from using the new file.  If this happens, go into the DIVELOG folder, delete the old file, and rename the newer file with the old file name.
