GENTEXT/REMARKS/1. THE PURPOSE OF THIS ADVISORY UPDATE IS TO SUSPEND USE OF NEW NORTH SAFETY PRODUCTS SAF-T-GRIP SLEEVE PART NO.602-100-003 UNTIL NSWCCD-SSES 974 DETERMINES THAT SLEEVE IS SAFE FOR CONTINUED USE. 

2.  BACKGROUND:  PER REF A AND REF B, SHIPBOARD CLIMBER SAFETY SLEEVES ARE BEING RECALLED BY THE PRIMARY VENDORS, NORTH SAFETY PRODUCTS AND ANTENNA PRODUCTS CORPORATION.  REPLACEMENT SLEEVES FROM BOTH VENDORS ARE AVAILABLE AND ARE IN THE PROCESS OF BEING DISTRIBUTED THROUGHOUT THE FLEET VIA THE RECALL PROGRAM OUTLINED IN REF B.  NORTH SAFETY HAS DEVELOPED A NEW SAF-T-GRIP SLEEVE (P/N602-100-003) TO REPLACE THE PREVIOUS SLEEVE (RECALLED) USED WITH THE CLIMBER SAFETY NOTCHED RAIL SYSTEM INSTALLED ON USN VERTICAL LADDERS. AS IDENTIFIED IN REF C, COAST GUARD UNITS USING THE NEW NORTH SAF-T-GRIP SLEEVE (P/N 602-100-003) WITH CLIMBING HARNESSES NOT MANUFACTURED BY NORTH SAFETY HAVE EXPERIENCED EQUIPMENT FAILURE AT SEVERAL COAST GUARD ASHORE LOCATIONS.  NORTH SAFETY HARNESSES, WITH FRONTAL D-RING AT THE NAVAL LOCATION, ARE NOT PRESENTLY AUTHORIZED FOR AFLOAT NAVY USE.
3.  RECOMMENDED ACTIONS: 
     A. REMOVE ALL NORTH SAFETY PRODUCTS' NEW SAF-T-GRIP SLEEVES (P/N 602-100-003) IMMEDIATELY REMOVED SERVICE AND TAG "OUT OF SERVICE".  RETAIN SLEEVES AND PLACE IN STORAGE UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE.  THE NEW NORTH SLEEVE CAN BE EASILY DISTINGUISHED FROM OTHER SLEEVES BY ITS DISTINCTIVE RED COLOR AND ENERGY ABSORBING WEB POUCH.  THE NEW NORTH SAF-T-GRIP SLEEVE (P/N602-100-003) REPLACES THE RECALLED NORTH SLEEVE (P/N 602-100-001 OR P/N 602-100-002). 
     B. SUSPEND ALL REGISTRATION AND RECALL EFFORTS, ORIGINALLY DIRECTED BY PARAGRAPH 4 OF REF B, FOR THE NORTH SLEEVE ONLY.  RETAIN ANY NORTH RECALLED SLEEVES (P/N 602-100-001 OR 602-100-002) STILL IN POSSESSION FOR CONTINUED USE WITH THE AUTHORIZED "Y" SAFETY LANYARDS IDENTIFIED IN PARAGRAPH 10 OF REF A. 

4.  ANTENNA PRODUCTS' REGISTRATION AND RECALL EFFORT, AS DIRECTED BY PARAGRAPH 5 OF REF B, IS NOT AFFECTED BY THIS SUSPENSION NOTICE AND SHOULD CONTINUE UNINTERRUPTED.  ANTENNA PRODUCTS' RECALLED SLEEVE AND NEW MODIFIED SLEEVE MAY CONTINUE TO BE USED WITH THE AUTHORIZED "Y" SAFETY LANYARDS.
5.  FOR PLATFORMS WHICH HAVE ONLY THE NEW NORTH SAFETY SLEEVES ONBOARD AND NO RECALLED NORTH SAFETY SLEEVES OR ANTENNA PRODUCTS SLEEVES AVAILABLE FOR USE, CONTACT ADVISORY ORIGINATOR IMMDEDIATELY FOR FURTHER DIRECTION.
6.  PROCEDURE FOR USING "Y" LANYARD AUTHORIZED BY REF A: 
        A.  ATTACH SHOCK ABSORBER LEG OF LANYARD (SMALL HOOK) TO DORSAL D-RING ON THE FULL BODY HARNESS. 
        B.  HOOKS (LARGE) OF TWIN LEGS SHALL BE ATTACHED TO THE LADDER SIDE (STRINGER) VICE THE RUNGS.  HOOKS SHALL FACE IN TOWARDS THE CLIMBER.
        C.  WHEN CLIMBING, HOOKS SHOULD BE MOVED FROM CHEST LEVEL TO UPWARD REACH WHEN ASCENDING AND FROM THE POSITION OF UPWARD REACH TO CHEST LEVEL WHEN DESCENDING.  MAXIMUM REACH IS NOT DESIRABLE IN ORDER TO LIMIT FALL DISTANCE IF FALL SHOULD OCCUR.
        D.  DURING CLIMB, ONE HOOK SHALL BE ATTACHED TO THE LADDER STRINGER AT ALL TIMES TO PROVIDE FALL ARREST PROTECTION.
        E.  TWIN LEGS OF THE LANYARD, SHALL ALWAYS BE KEPT OUTSIDE OF THE ARMS ALLOWING AN UNINTERRUPTED LINE BETWEEN THE DORSAL D-RING AND THE LADDER ATTACHMENT POINT.    
   
7.  ADVISORY UPDATE IMPACT TO PMS (NEW PMS (TRACKING NUMBER 
PS-5902-07) BEING DEVELOPED TO SUPPORT NORTH'S NEW SAF-T-GRIP 
SLEEVE) IS CURRENTLY HELD IN ABEYANCE PENDING RELEASE OF SUSPENSION NOTICE.  THERE IS NO IMPACT TO SUPPLY SUPPORT/APL, TECH MANUALS, OR EOSS AT THIS TIME.
8.  THIS ADVISORY UPDATE WILL REMAIN IN EFFECT UNTIL COMPONENT DEFICIENCIES AND CONCERNS WITH NEW NORTH SLEEVE HAVE BEEN RESOLVED. NSWCCD-SSES 974 WILL ADVISE VIA FUTURE ADVISORY UPDATE.
