Are there at least 30 acres for a combination


range?



2.
Is the shotfall danger zone contained within two


superimposed segments with a 300 yard radii?


3.
Do walks and structures occupy an area at least


130 feet wide x 115 feet deep?


4.
Is the minimum cleared area contained within two


superimposed segments with a 100 yard radii?


5.
Is the orientation for the centerline from the


skeet station number 4 through station number


8 to run northeast-southwest with the shooter

facing northeast?

6.
Is concrete used for shooting stations?

7.
Is the range located in a flat area with an open


background?


8.
If shooting is over land, are there safety


provisions for fencing, posting of warning signs


and clearing away of concealing brush?

9.
If shooting is over water, are warnings posted


on buoys or are other warning signs provided?


10.
Are skeet houses far enough inland to permit


recovery of unbroken targets?


11.
Is range safety in accordance with installation


safety requirements and outdoor range safety


manuals?
