(Note: players under the age 


of 18 are required to wear full face cage or 


shield.)

Are goalies required to wear PPE in accordance


    with the official rulesbook?


3.
Is the rink surrounded by bordering material



which extends no less than 8 inches and not



more than 48 inches above the playing surfaces?

(Ideal height is 42 inches.)

4.
Is the boarding material which surrounds the



rink surface smooth and free of obstructions?


5.
Do doors giving access to the playing surface



swing away from the playing area?
