1.   Enclosure (1) documents the death of a 22-year-old Airmen in a single motor vehicle crash.

This fatality was the result of extremely poor judgment caused by alcohol abuse and failure to wear seat belt.  I commend the USS BACKYARD Commanding Officer for the implementation of additional safety training programs that will ultimately assist in mitigating future preventive mishaps.

In lieu of BACKYARD’s heightened traffic safety training, I too, have directed similar pre-weekend/holidays mentorship training sessions, highlighting the safety tenets of drinking responsible, driving defensively, always wearing seatbelts and using proper PPE, as well as fatigue awareness.  Furthermore, the use of “TRiPS” is strongly encouraged for personnel identified “high-risk” who may travel via POV outside their command travel limits.  Safety programs alone will not reduce or eliminate PMV mishaps.  Strong deck-plate leadership, effective mentorship and continuing training must accompany these programs.
