1. THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE CHALLENGED THE MILITARY DEPARTMENTS AND DEFENSE AGENCIES TO REDUCE PREVENTABLE MISHAPS AND ACCIDENT RATES BY 75 PERCENT BY THE END OF FISCAL YEAR 2007. THE NAVY IS COMMITTED TO SIGNIFICANTLY REDUCING THE NUMBER OF SAILORS WHO DIE IN PRIVATE MOTOR VEHICLE (PMV) MISHAPS. INTEGRAL TO THIS MISHAP REDUCTION EFFORT IS THE NEED TO DETERMINE ROOT CAUSES OF OUR MOTOR VEHICLE MISHAPS. 

2. EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, EACH COMMAND THAT EXPERIENCES A CLASS A OR B PMV MISHAP WILL THOROUGHLY INVESTIGATE THE MISHAP, DETERMINE ROOT CAUSES AND DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT CORRECTIVE ACTIONS TO AVOID RECURRENCE.  A PMV MISHAP INVESTIGATION REPORT (PMV-MIR) TEMPLATE WILL BE USED AS A UNIT LEVEL TOOL TO DETERMINE ROOT CAUSES OF THE MISHAP AND TO REPORT FINDINGS.  THIS REQUIREMENT APPLIES ONLY TO PMV INVESTIGATIONS AND DOES NOT REPLACE THE REQUIREMENTS SET FORTH IN REF (A) FOR REPORTING AND INVESTIGATING OTHER TYPES OF MISHAPS.

3. THE PMV-MIR TOOL AND AN INVESTIGATION PROTOCOL THAT OUTLINES THESE REQUIREMENTS CAN BE FOUND ON THE NAVAL SAFETY CENTER WEBSITE (HTTP://WWW.SAFETYCENTER.NAVY.MIL/PM\l/DEFAULT.HTM). 

4. PMV CLASS “A” INVESTIGATIONS SHALL BE ENDORSED BY THE MISHAP UNIT S 

FIRST FLAG OFFICER FOLLOWED BY ECHELON 3 AND/OR 2 COMMANDERS. ECHELON 2 COMMANDERS MAY DELEGATE FINAL CHAIN OF COMMAND ENDORSEMENT RESPONSIBILITIES TO ECHELON 3 COMMANDERS AT THEIR DISCRETION. NAVAL SAFETY CENTER SHALL PROVIDE THE FINAL ENDORSEMENT OF ALL REPORTS. CLASS A AND B PMV MISHAPS IN WHICH THE INVESTIGATION DETERMINES THAT THE SERVICE MEMBER WAS NOT AT FAULT AND FOUND IN COMPLIANCE WITH ALL GOVERNING REGULATIONS MAY NOT REQUIRE A CHAIN OF COMMAND ENDORSEMENT. UNITS MAY REQUEST AN ENDORSEMENT WAIVER FROM THE NAVAL SAFETY CENTER THROUGH THEIR ECHELON 2 COMMANDER FOR FINAL DETERMINATION. ADDITIONALLY, REPORTING UNDER THE FIRST FLAG NOTIFICATION PROGRAM IS NO 

LONGER REQUIRED FOR PMV FATALITIES. ALL OTHER FIRST FLAG REPORTING 

REQUIREMENTS REMAIN IN EFFECT. 

5. THE NAVAL SAFETY CENTER SHALL REVIEW AND ANALYZE EACH PMV-MIR AND REPORT SUMMARY FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDED ACTIONS TO BE TAKEN TO REDUCE PMV LOSSES TO NAVY LEADERSHIP INCLUDING THE NAVY EXECUTIVE SAFETY BOARD, FLEET COMMANDERS AND TYCOMS ON A QUARTERLY BASIS. 

6. THROUGH THIS EFFORT, WE WILL ENSURE IDENTIFICATION OF ROOT CAUSES 

AND IDENTIFY CORRECTIVE ACTIONS THAT MAY BE USED TO PREVENT FURTHER LOSS OF LIFE ON THE ROADS.
