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Naval Safety Center Emergency Vehicle Instructor Course Prerequisites

To ensure adequate qualified instructors are available to conduct command traffic safety training as required by OPNAVINST 5100.12H and MCO 5100.19E, the Naval Safety Center conducts train-the-trainer courses. Sponsoring commands are encouraged to review their current instructor's for certification expiration dates and prospective losses. (Initial instructor certification period is 3 years with recertification required every 3 years thereafter). Prospective instructors may contact the COMNAVSAFECEN program manager to obtain more information or information on sponsoring a train-the-trainer course.
The following COMNAVSAFECEN prerequisites apply to all individuals wishing to attend the Emergency Vehicle Operator Instructor Course (EVOC):

INSTRUCTORS:

a. Have assigned responsibilities in emergency vehicle operation (Police, Fire, Crash and Rescue, EOD or Ambulance). 

b. Possess a valid (state, or host nation) drivers license for the class of vehicle they operate. 

c. Possess a valid U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator's Identification Card (OF 346) with the proper endorsements 

d. Complete the Physical Fitness Inquiry For Motor Vehicle Operators (OF-345)

e. Have written command endorsement letter or recommendation to maintain certification.

f. Maintain a satisfactory motor vehicle driving record. Each candidate must supply an original current copy of his/her state's driver license record.

1. A record is considered UNSAT if a major infraction is reported within the last five years. Major infractions include, but are not limited to, DUI, Reckless Driving, any license suspension or revocation, or three or more moving violations. Or has had an at -fault mishap, within the last three years.

2. Candidates with UNSAT records are ineligible for certification and current instructors will not be re-certified. 

g. Candidates must be in good physical condition with no medical impairments and be able to perform certain tasks related to driving range set up, vehicle mechanical inspections and other related rigorous duties.

h. Candidates must not be under the influence of any alcohol or on any prescription medication that may effect their driving.
i. Candidates will be required to prepare and teach back a lesson plan, conduct driving range setup, exercises, and evaluations. Complete homework assignments and successfully pass a final exam.

j. All instructors must teach or participate in at least one Basic or EVOC Instructor course each year, or risk losing their certification.

k. Maintain records of courses taught and supply such records to COMNAVSAFECEN EVOC program manager.

l. Attend and successfully complete a 40-hour Instructor recertification program every three years.  

· Course quotas are assigned on a first-come, first-served basis to qualified applicants. Candidates must submit an application to COMNAVSAFECEN no later than 30 days prior to course date. 

· Candidates will be advised via email on quota confirmation.
