Subject: Maintenance Advisory Message (MAM), TACOM Control NO. MAM-06-033, Extension of Repack Cycle on the Parachute, Cargo, 100-Foot Diameter, G-11B/C/D, NSN 1670-01-016-7841, Part Number 11-1-2566, LIN N66560.

A.  REFERENCE:  NONE.

1.  Distribution: This is a "Maintenance Advisory Message". Request MACOM Commanders retransmit this message to all subordinate Commands/Activities.

2.  Issue:  The XVIII Airborne Corps has requested to extend the current repack cycle for the G-11B/C/D Cargo Parachute from 1 year to 2 years.  The request is based on improved rigger facilities, storage areas, and tracking procedures for the M-21 cutters.  This extension will create more manageable pack cycles to save time and money.  This will apply to all users of the

G-11 Cargo Parachute.

    B.  Correction Procedures - 

        (1)  Reference, Technical Manual TM 10-1670-280-23&P.

        (2)  Work Package (WP) 0005 00-1, the paragraph titled "Parachute Repack Interval"  shall read as follows:

The 100-Foot Diameter Cargo Parachute will be repacked at a scheduled interval of 2 years to ensure airworthiness.  When necessitated by climate/storage/use condition, the local airdrop equipment maintenance officer may require more frequent repack intervals.  The following conditions shall be adhered to for a 2 year routine repack and is applicable at the unit level.  

             a.  The G-11 series Parachute must be stored in a facility that does not have rapid fluctuations of temperature (fluctuations around 32 degrees Fahrenheit, freezing point) sustained high or low temperature, or high humidity and heavily polluted atmosphere.  Use the information stated in WP 0047 00-2 as the storage condition guidelines.

             b.  The 2 year repack is authorized only after a Technical Rigger Inspection (TRI) and repack has been completed.  No previously packed parachute will be automatically adjusted for an additional year to maintain cycle dates.

             c.  The M-21 Cutters must be within installed service life verified by TB 9-1300-385, the repack date, and TRI.

However, the repack cycle of the 100-Foot Diameter Cargo Parachute stored in Depots and facilities that maintain contingency stocks of 100-Foot Diameter Cargo Parachutes, that are specifically identified as PACKED FOR CONTINGENCY and stored separately from normal parachute stock, will be repacked at a 144-month interval.  This is only to occur providing the storage conditions are IAW above referenced TM and TM 10-1670-201-23.
