Areas of concern:

· Radiation Safety Officer not designated by the Commanding Officer. (Ref (d), pg IV-1, pg 2-5, para 4.2.1) 

· Technicians are not re-certifying  (when required) every three years. (Ref (a) Vol. 1, para  10.2.l(j)(2)(a))
· NDI Operators are not being certified for specific applications and are not re-certified annually, when applicable. (Ref (a) Vol. 1, pg 2-6, para.10.2.1.j(3))  

· Radiation warning signs are not being posted in restricted areas. (Ref (d), pg IV-6, para. 4.5.1)
· Emergency Procedures are not being incorporated and posted for emergency shutdown, medical procedures, and HAZMAT. (Ref (d), pg II-40, para. 2.9)
· Black light bulbs are being used without filters.  (Ref (b), pg 2-78 para. 2.7.4.1.4)

Helpful hint(s): Stay on top of certifications for all qualified personnel who are assigned to work centers involved in Non-Destructive Inspection (NDI) method maintenance. Technicians must re-certify every three years. Ensure that all physical exams are current with the member’s certification. It may be necessary to conduct additional training to ensure newly assigned personnel become familiar with the various methods and techniques in order to perform at an proficient level.  Newly assigned personnel should not be involved with the NDI program until all formal training requirements and safety regulations have been completed. 

Program elements (what I look for): Certification accuracy; current documentation of all certifications, re-certifications and individual designations.  The incorporation and posting of emergency procedures in workspaces and the physical condition of the equipment and workspace used to perform NDI maintenance. Ensure all required PPE is available and being used by personnel and all training documentation (including NAVOSH) are current IAW Ref (a).  The final element that I look at is the use and storage of hazardous materials.
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
