Areas of concern:

· Welders are not being certified for specific applications and are not re-certified, when applicable. (Ref (a), Vol 1, Para 10.2.21 and Ref (b), Pg 3-27-34, para 3.17.1 and 3.17.8) 

· Welding workspaces are not properly ventilated. (Ref (b), Pg 2-8 through 2-8, para 2.2.10.5-7)

· Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) is not properly used during welding operation. (Ref (b), Pg 2-2 through 2-5, para 2.2.8.)

· Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) and welding equipment are in poor condition. (Ref (b), Pg 2-2, para 2.2.)

· Applicable Support Equipment (SE) inspections are not being properly performed. (Ref (b), Pg 2-2, para 2.2.5)

· Welding workspaces not up to standards (i.e. unauthorized equipment stored in the space, curtains in disrepair, flammable material contained in the space.) (Ref (b), Pg 2-2 para 2.2.7 and Pg 2-5 para 2.2.9.)

Helpful hint(s): Stay on top of certifications for all qualified personnel who are assigned to work centers involved in Aeronautical Equipment Welding maintenance. In accordance with the 01-1A-34 Navy and civilian welders or welding operators at the Intermediate Level shall be certified every year to the same requirements as an original certification.  Ensure that all physical exams are current with the member’s certification. It may be necessary to conduct additional training to ensure newly reported personnel become more familiar with the various methods and techniques to perform at an efficient level.  Newly assigned personnel must not be involved with maintenance until all formal training requirements and safety regulations have been complied with. 

Program elements (what I look for):  Certification accuracy, current documentation of all certifications, re-certifications and individual designations.  The physical condition of workspaces and equipment, including proper incorporation and posting of emergency procedures.  Ensuring all required PPE is available and being used by personnel and all training documentation (including NAVOSH) is current.  The final element that I look at is the use and storage of hazardous materials.
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
