“Snarge”


Blood/Tissue





Remove all snarge if possible.


If too dry, use alcohol spray to loosen and wipe with paper towel or use FTA® collecting card

Pull (do not cut)


Breast, tail, wing and body featherss








Collect as much material, feathers, fluff, and tissue as possible





ALLOW ALL SAMPLES TO COMPLETELY DRY BEFORE SHIPMENT

OVERNIGHT SHIPMENT





If both whole feathers and ‘snarge’ are available, collect both types of evidence.
