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    c.  Engineering Officer shall:  Review requests for assistance for discrepancy correction from other departments and make appropriate recommendations to the Executive Officer.

    d.  Damage Control Assistant shall: 

        (1) Designate the number of zones, zone boundaries, and inspection routes to ensure direct access, logical order, to all spaces in the zone (except voids and cofferdams) subject to the approval of the Executive Officer.

        (2) Investigate and assist in correcting unsatisfactory conditions with assistance from the repair division. 

        (3) Review request from the repair division for outside assistance to correct discrepancies noted in zone inspections that are beyond the repair or original division capabilities.

    e.  Department Heads shall:

        (1) Make available for participation all officers and chief petty officers not on watch at the time of inspection.

        (2) Ensure spaces are prepared and presented for zone inspection.

        (3) Monitor correction of noted discrepancies.

        (4) Ensure discrepancies that require parts, are recurring equipment failure, require off-ship assistance or cannot be corrected in five working days are documented in the current ship’s maintenance project (CSMP).

        (5) Ensure the Division Officer has reviewed all Zone Inspection Discrepancy List (ZIDL) folders from their spaces that were inspected and have annotated the correction or plan for correction of all discrepancies. Forward ZIDL folders to the Executive Officer for review via the 3M Coordinator within 5 days of the zone inspection with an annotation of completed or plan of action to correct discrepancies.

    f.  Division Officers/Chief Petty Officers shall:

        (1) If not assigned as zone inspectors, accompany the inspecting officer on all zone inspections in spaces for which they are responsible.

        (2) Shall ensure a Petty Officer In-Charge (POIC) or divisional representative is assigned to formally present the space to the Inspecting Officer, ensure the last ZIDL is in ZIDL folder, and to record discrepancies on the ZIDL for that space.

        (3) Ensure discrepancies that require parts, are recurring equipment failures, require off-ship assistance, or cannot be corrected within 5 working days are entered in the CSMP.

        (4) Ensure all spaces, including lockers, stowage  cabinets, drawers, etc., are unlocked and open for inspection.
        (5) Report the status of correction of all discrepancies noted and forward the ZIDL folders to the cognizant Department Head.

        (6) All safety discrepancies are of the highest priority and should be the first items addressed when correcting discrepancies. 

    g.  3M Coordinator shall:

        (1) Assist the Executive Officer in administration of this program, and all levels of the chain of command in documenting discrepancies in the CSMP, as appropriate.

        (2) Maintain a Zone Inspection Report File for one year. 

        (3) Review this instruction annually.

    h.  Petty Officer-In-Charge/Leading Petty Officer/Work Center Supervisor shall:

        (1) Shall be directly responsible for each space assigned, accountable for equipment operation, space cleanliness, and preservation.

        (2) Insert new ZIDL on top of previous ZIDL on right hand side of folder. Re-list all uncorrected discrepancies at top of new ZIDL with applicable JSN and annotate the hit as being a previous deficiency. 

        (3) Stand by for inspection and record all discrepancies.

        (4) After entering discrepancies in the CSMP, forward ZIDL folders to the Division Officer/LCPO in two days.

    i.  Inspecting Officer shall:  

        (1) Inspect assigned zones and submit a report of discrepancies noted.

        (2) Review previous ZIDLs to verify work completion or CSMP documentation.

        (3) Report to XO when inspecting of assigned zones is completed.

5.  Procedures.  

    a.  Procedures during the Inspection:

        (1) Petty Officer in charge of the space presents the space and provides ZIDL folder to the inspection party.

        (2) Inspector reviews uncorrected discrepancies on ZIDL, then commences space inspection.

        (3) Petty Officer in Charge of the Space enters all new discrepancies on new ZIDL.

        (4) Inspector assigns grades for preservation, cleanliness and an overall grade, and briefs Petty Officer in Charge of the Space and Work Center Supervisor, if available.
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b. Zone Inspectors shall take particular note of previously
reported discrepancies. Spaces shall be checked for fire hazards,
faulty safety devices, damage control equipment material condition and
preservation using reference (a) as a guide. Each space shall be
assigned an objective grade as follows:

(1) Outstanding - no discrepancies.

(2) Excellent - minor discrepancies, no damage control
discrepancies and no safety discrepancies.

(3) Satisfactory - no major discrepancies that have not had
corrective action initiated and no safety discrepancies.

(4) Unsatisfactory - major discrepancies in any inspection area.
c. Procedures following the inspection:
L

(1) Work Center Supervisor makes copy of ZIDL and forwards to
3MC for filing.

(2) Work Center Supervisor fills in action block on each side of
ZIDL and routeg all space folders to respective LCPO/LPO's and Division
Officers. He shall a851gn a JSN, or obtain a trouble 4
call number and enter it in the ZIDL's action block for all e
discrepancies not corrected prior to Division Officer ZIDL review.

(3) Division Officer reviews action planned and initials next to
the action block and in the review block for the Division Officer.
Division Officer then routes folders to their respective Department

‘Heads.

(4) Department Head review ZIDL folders and routes them to the
Executive Officer for review no later than five days following the zone
inspection.

(5) After review by the Department Head, Executive Officer, and
Commanding Officer, the Executive Officer returns all ZIDL's folders to
3MC.

(6) Work Center Supervisors submit 2K's for discrepancies that
are uncorrectable within thirty days of initial documentation.

(7) Any discrepancy that results in a grade of “UNSATISFACTORY”
shall be corrected on the day of the inspection. Those not corrected on
the day of the inspection shall be reported by the Department Head to
the Commanding Officer via the Executive Officer.

h. Feedback and correction of dlscrepanc1es are the keys to success

of this program.

6. Records. The ship’s zone inspection ZIDL recoxds history will be
maintained on board for a minimum of 12 mopths.

1. Purpose. To prescribe a program to conduct material inspections of
the ship and to monitor corrective action of discrepancies per reference
(a) .

2. Background. Periodic zone inspections ensure proper measures are
taken to keep machinery, spaces, and egquipment operational, clean, and
in a satisfactory state of preservation. All spaces of the ship should,. .
be included in the zone inspection program and visually inspected at
least once a quarter. Ladders are owned by the lower deck they start
from. Doors and hatches are owned by the spaces they open into with the
exception of locked spaces, these are owned by the division, which owns
the secure space. The ship has been divided into 10 zones as listed in
enclosure (1) with the intent of a zone to be inspected weekly. The
ship’s overall zone inspection success does not rely solely on the
thoroughness and keen observations of the inspecting officers, but the
unwavering involvement of the entire chain of command to ensure
discrepancies found are documented and corrective action taken in a
"timely manner.

3. Responsibilities

a. Commanding Officer shall:

(1) Inspect a different space during each inspection to ensure
that he/she inspects the whole unit within a reasonable period of time.

(2) Assure correction of deficiencies are being rigorously
pursued.

b. Executive.Qfficer shall:

(1)‘Schedule zone inspections at the Planning Board for Training
(PB4T) and publish the date and time of zone inspections, and designate zones
to be inspected.

(2) Assign inspecting officers and assistant inspecting chief
petty officers to inspect each zone as appropriate.

(3) Train ship’s Officers and Chief Petty Officers in the conduct of
zone inspections.

(4) Review Zone Inspection Deficiency compilation report and corrective
actions making appropriate reports to the Commanding Officer.
