1.  Purpose.  To establish and maintain a local “Safe Cab Program”, whereby NASHVILLE Sailors will be guaranteed a safe ride back to the ship in the event they are unable to safely drive themselves.  The program is designed to support NASHVILLE’s Alcohol Abuse Prevention and Deglamorization Campaign by providing a tool Sailors can use to limit their risk of experiencing an alcohol-related incident.  It is not intended to promote alcohol abuse; however, it may enhance its responsible use.
2.  Background.  In accordance with reference (a), the goal of NASHVILLE's Alcohol Abuse Prevention and Deglamorization Campaign is to enhance Fleet readiness by reducing alcohol abuse and related incidents, to provide a safe and productive working environment, and to ensure a high quality of service for the Navy members, shipmates, their families, and the communities where they live.  The campaign does not prohibit members of legal age from drinking.  It encourages Sailors to deglamorize, rather than promote, alcohol and emphasized healthy lifestyles.  As such, NASHVILLE is committed to providing our Sailors with as many tools as possible to reduce and/or eliminate alcohol-related incidents.  The “Safe Cab Program” is one of these tools.
3.  Policy.  NASHVILLE’s objective is to develop a prevention strategy by way of a command sponsored program that will encourage Sailors to use alcohol responsibly.  USS NASHVILLE supports a climate where “It’s O.K., not to drink.”  The Safe Cab Program provides the NASHVILLE Sailors who do choose to drink alcohol with a means to obtain a guaranteed, safe, shuttle service back to the ship in the event they are unsafe
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to drive themselves and have no other alternatives available to them.  It is intended to be the last resort to driving after drinking.
4.  Program Overview.  USS NASHVILLE will contract with a local taxicab company to provide NASHVILLE Sailors who are unsafe to drive and find themselves without a safe alternative, with a ride back to the ship, without fear of reprimand.  The taxi will NOT deliver Sailors to any other address other than the ship.  The contracted taxicab company will bill NASHVILLE, via the Command Master Chief, for the cost of the ride.  USS NASHVILLE’s MWR fund will pay the cab fare within 30 days of receipt of bill.  The Sailor utilizing this service will in turn refund the cost of the cab fare to the MWR fund within 30 days.  The command DAPA will ensure that all Sailors attached to NASHVILLE will receive a keychain with the name and telephone number of the contracted taxicab company on one side and the ship’s crest on the other (see enclosure (1)).  Sailors wishing to use the “Safe Cab Program” will need to show the taxicab their keychain prior to entering the cab.  All NASHVILLE Sailors will display their keychain when crossing the brow to go on liberty.

5.  Directive Review.  The Command DAPA is responsible for the annual review and update of this instruction.
