Sailor Risk Factor Guidance

Liberty for COWPENS Sailors will be closely monitored by their Chiefs in order to ensure their safety.  All Sailors consuming alcohol off base will have a buddy, all Sailors under the age of 20 and off base after 2100, 
or visiting a foreign port will have an approved liberty buddy and liberty plan.  Liberty plans, buddies, blue/green/white cards, and off-base residence requests will be administered based on the below broad guidance.  All Sailors will be designated as Low, Medium or High Risk.            
Low  Risk: (1) Sailor > 25 years old, (2) No incidents, (3) Sustained superior performance, (4) No financial problems.
Low  Risk: (1) Sailor 21-24 years old, (2) E-4/5 with 12 months onboard, (3) No incidents, (4) Sustained superior performance, (5) No financial problems, (6) Special considerations.
Medium Risk: (1) Courtesy turnover w/in 1 year, (2) Minor alcohol event (over-indulgence), 
(3) Alcohol treatment COMPLETE, but 1 year aftercare INCOMPLETE, (4) Alcohol incident at prior command, (5) Smells of alcohol at morning quarters, (6) Potential for alcohol related issues, 
(7) Pre-service waiver, (8) Anger issues, (9) Financial problems, (10) Performance related factors, 
(11) Professional development issues, (12) DRB, (13) Assigned to Liberty Risk Program “A” or “B” in the last 6 months, (14) Dishonest liberty buddy practice, (15) Liberty plan violation, (16) Minor uniform violation, 
(17) Tardiness on the job, (18) Maturity issues.
High Risk: (1) NJP w/in 1 year, depending on offense (2) 2nd courtesy turnover in a year, (3) Alcohol related incident this tour, (4) Screened by SARP as an alcohol abuser, (5) Alcohol treatment/aftercare failure, 
(6) Underage drinker, (7) Negative history in ADMITS, (8) Untreated alcohol addiction, (9) Assigned to 
Liberty Risk Program C in the last 6 months, (10) Non attendance to Prevent.
