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CNO Presents Readiness Through Safety Award and Daedalian's ADM James S. Russell Naval Aviation Flight Safety Award

NORFOLK, Va., April 10, 2003 – The Chief of Naval Operations congratulates Commanding General, Fourth Marine Aircraft Wing as the 2002 winner of the CNO Readiness Through Safety Award and the Daedalian's Admiral James S. Russell Flight Safety Award.

The award is presented annually to the command that contributes the most toward readiness and economy of operations through safety.  The command selected must have an outstanding safety record and an aggressive safety program.  

Fourth MAW, based in New Orleans, flew over 45,000 hours with no Class A or B flight, flight-related or aviation ground mishaps. This is the Wing’s sixth straight-year mishap-free accumulating over 273,000 hours.  The last 26 reserve Marines with Headquarters, 4th Marine Aircraft Wing have been activated in support of Operation Enduring Freedom. Including these 26 reserve Marines, a total of 139 Marines have been activated from 4th MAW. Today there are 12,283 reserve Marines activated in support of Operation Enduring Freedom.
