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	Have all Navy workplaces been evaluated ini​tially (baseline) by an industrial hygienist in order to identify and quantify all potential health hazards?

Has the cognizant industrial hygienist establish​ed procedures to ensure he/she is notified of any change that could affect worker exposure to potential health hazards and are changes in the workplace re-evaluated?  

Does the initial survey indicate when evaluations are required more frequently than annually?

During periodic evaluations, was a determination made on any changes required in the monitoring plan or frequency of periodic follow-ups?  

Was the information listed below obtained by the cognizant industrial hygienist during the walk-through survey of each workplace?

(1) Descriptions of operations and work prac​tices including sketches and the time course of events taking place.   

(2) List of hazardous materials used, how used, and quantities involved. 

(3) List of physical hazards, (e.g., noise, radiation, etc.) and brief descrip​tion of source.  

(4) Description of existing controls (ventilation, PPE, etc.) and an evaluation of their use. 

(5) Groups of workers expected to have the same or similar exposure.

Based on the walk-through survey, has an assess​ment of each workplace been made by the cognizant industrial hygienist to include significant personal exposures to toxic chemicals and/or harmful physical agents?

If a workplace shows no significant exposures to personnel, is a negative determination documented in the assessment?

Was a reproductive hazard assessment included as part of the routine evaluation and specifically addressed in industrial hygiene survey reports?

Does the Industrial Hygiene survey report include the rationale for any negative determination of reproductive hazards in a workplace?
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	Do reproductive hazard assessments include recommendations to reduce exposures?

Was a survey report as described in TECHNICAL MANUAL TM-91-2, Industrial Hygiene Field Operations Manual, provided to the cognizant line activity?
